As important points, we highlight the practical finalisation of the I01, Shepherds Curriculum, and the 
training platform developed by our ICT colleagues for final validation. 
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In the next two weeks, the partners will test the platform. Once validated, it will be made available to the 
general public through the project website: eu4shepherds.eu 

Regarding the IO2, Manual for trainers, the coordinator of the task, Ernestine Lüdeke, from the Fundación 
Monte Mediterráneo, explained the next steps to be followed in order to finalise the manual. 

Once the three results (Curriculum, Manual and Platform) have been approved, they will be disseminated 
in the partner countries through "Multiplier events", where 30 people interested in each of them will 
participate. The profiles for these events will be shepherds, people who want to be shepherds and trainers, 
as well as specialised representatives of local media. 

Finally, Cara Cameron, founder of Lochview Rural Training presented the work they do on their farm, 
outlining the types of courses they run and the milestones they have achieved so far.

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DISSEMINATION OF RESULTS OF THE EU4SHEPHERDS PROJECT IN BULGARIA 
28/04/2023 

 

In the hall of the Agricultural University - Plovdiv, the Ministry of Agriculture presented the Strategic Plan for 
the Development of Agriculture and Rural Areas in Bulgaria for the period 2023-2027. 

The meeting was part of the national information campaign of the Ministry of Agriculture. Farmers from the 
Pazardzhik, Smolyan and Plovdiv regions participated in it. During the meeting, the first project of its kind 
for extensive sheep breeding and transhumance - EU4SHEPHERDS - was presented. 

Prof. Dr. Atanas Vuchkov presented the project EU4SHEPHERDS —INNOVATIVE TRAINING FOR 
SUSTAINABLE SHEPHERDS— models for extensive breeding in sheep rearing technologies, which are of 
crucial importance for the sustainable maintenance of important rural areas in Europe.  

This project is an initial for Bulgaria! The future of such livestock farming models, which are currently 
threatened by the effects of climate change and administrative barriers, depends on the availability and 
capacity of extensive pastoralists. These models combat rural depopulation and have a beneficial impact 
on animal welfare and human health compared to other non-extensive models.
